Information for poster presenters and child art exhibitors
This information concerns poster presenters, exhibitiors of children’s art and ArtXchange participants.
Please register for the conference as soon as possible. Presenters who have not registered by 30 May cannot be included in the conference programme.
Getting around at the congress: hosts and hostesses (ELTE and MOME students) will guide you and signposts will also indicate the way to the lecture rooms. A speakers ‘room will be available for a last check on your presentation.
Venues for posters / child art exhibitions: the posters / exhibitions area will be on the ground floor and first floor of the Main Aula. All poster stands will be numbered. You will find the number of your stand(s) in the Congress Program. 
Poster stands are covered with textile. A stand can accommodate a poster of size A/0 (The poster size is A0 (840 x 1190 mm). You may use pins to fix your poster (will be provided on site). You cannot use glue or adhesive tape on poster stands.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Moderated poster / exhibition sessions: in each lunch break, we will organise Poster Walks with the authors of posters being introduced by a Poster Moderator. Consequently, visitors may approach posters they are interested in and authors will be asked to present major findings. The schedule of these Walks and the posters involved will be included in the Final Programme available on the congress web site, , http://www.insea2011.org/#Program, from 10 June.
Installation and removal times: You may install your poster % exhibition on 26 June, Sunday, from 2 p. m. till 6 p. m. or on 27 June, Monday, from 8 – 9. If you cannot install your poster before the start of the Main Congress, do so in the lunch break on 27 June, from 1 – 3 p. m. You may remove your poster on 30 June, Thursday, from 2 p. m. till 4 p. m. Should you wish to leave earlier, please inform us about this at the poster exhibition venue.
Assistance: ELTE and MOME students will be available at the exhibition area to help you setting up / removing and packaging your work.
Donating your poster / child art to the child Art archives of ELTE: if You generously leave your work behind for us to contemplate it for decades to come, please inform a host or hostess at the exhibition area. 
Rescheduling no more possible: while preparing the preliminary program, we have received and observed many requests. Due to the complexities of scheduling a high number of presentations, the conference organisers cannot make individual arrangements with presenters for the timing of their events.
